The workshop focuses on raising children’s 
aspirations and ambition – introducing them to 
further and higher education, their new life in 	
secondary school and then ultimately the world 
of work.

All Change is an attempt to excite children about 
what’s to come in secondary, and aims to plant a 
‘positive seed’ about the futures of the children 
participating in the day (and also the children 
watching the final performance.)

AIMS...

• To sow the seeds of lifelong learning – Helping 
   children want what they need.
• To demystify the world of employment, further 
   and higher education.
• To introduce the concept of the ‘learning 
    journey’, and to give primary school children 
    an insight into college and University life.
• To encourage children to see further and 
   higher education as an achievable future goal.
• To increase teachers’ knowledge of the routes 
   available to young people from age 14 – 19.

PLAY IN A DAY KS2 & 3

Based on National Curriculum topics, the 10 
-15 minute  plays are produced in an ensemble 
style using inventive  theatre techniques such as 
choral speech, stylised movement and mime. 

The plays are both accessible and fun and enable 
children and young people of all abilities to 
develop their skills and confidence with an 
experienced theatre practitioner.

HOW THE DAY WORKS...
After registration the group (generally up to a 
maximum of 30) spend 15-20 minutes learning 
vocal and movement exercises designed to build 
their confidence and encourage them to work 
together. Our technique is specifically designed 
to enable young people who may have reading 
difficulties to actively participate in the play. The 
students do not receive copies of the script as 
lines are given orally by the director.

PERFORMANCE...
The day culminates in a performance of 
approximately 15 minutes to the rest of the 
school allowing the group to share their work. 
Lots of our schools choose to invite the class 
parents too.

• Exploring how young people can use their voice, 
   movement and expression in role play and 
   drama.
• Expressing and communicating ideas, thoughts 
   and feelings through role play and drama.
• Responding to performance
• Presenting drama and stories to others
• Adapt and sustain different roles, experimenting 
   with movement, expression and voice.
• Individual confidence and public speaking.
• Teamwork and Awareness of Others.
• Broaden an understanding of the world by 
   learning about human activities and 
   achievements in the past and present.
• Understanding of History/Topical Issues

PLAY IN A WEEK

Throughout the week the group create the 
drama; develop characters, discuss and devise 
scenes to build their play and rehearse the short 
play for performance on the final afternoon. This 
process is designed to develop writing, drama 
and improvisation skills, plus teamwork.
Play in a Week is a popular choice for groups, 
schools and summer schools that have a theme 
week or a special celebration, as the play can be 
about any topic chosen. 
We’ve worked with groups on themes as 
diverse as Careers, Tall Ships, Racism, Mining 
Communities and Bullying, to name but a few!

PERFORMANCE...
The week culminates in a performance of 
approximately 15 minutes to the rest of the 
school allowing the children to share their work. 
Lots of our schools choose to invite parents of 
the performers and the local press.

Stone Soup
Investigating story through drama

Stone Soup is a day long interactive 
drama session for Key Stage 2 
groups based on a Traditional Tale.

The workshop engages children with ideas 
surrounding the  P4C (Philosophy for Children) 
agenda which encourages children to question 
what kind of role they play in society and within 
their community. 

Stone Soup provides an inventive stimulus for 
these issues to be looked at by children as young 
as Year 4 through the security of working ‘in role’.

“The children were really challenged, it made 
them think on a deeper level than they might 
normally, especially about morals”

Konflux Theatre in Education’s workshop uses 
the traditional tale of Stone Soup and adds a 
modern twist by setting the story in a ‘Global 
Village’. Using the safety net of allegory, the 
drama looks at complex issues of community, 
bullying and injustice.

Stone Soup:

• Uses Actors/Teachers in role to challenge the 
   children’s ideas and  provide stimulus through 
   performance
• Inspires the group to interrogate story building 
   (scene setting, character building, motivation 
   and such like)
• Is a great stimulus for P4C as it encourages 
   empathy with the characters in the project, by 
   literally bringing the story to life
• By working through allegory, the children can 
   safely be challenged about quite adult issues, 
   such as poverty, war and injustice and are 
   therefore encouraged to think more deeply 
   about morality and the kind of society they 
   would like to live in
• Gives the children ownership of the story as 
   they work together to solve problems in the  
   story and dramatise their own ending
• Provides useful material for follow up work in 
   the classroom
• Exposes children to the central concepts of 
   philosophy in such a way that they learn how to 
   reason cooperatively, build on each others 
   ideas and construct meanings that help them to 
   make sense of their world

The Story...

Stone Soup is an ancient folk tale of sharing 
and community told across many traditions. The 
story tells of a mysterious old woman who visits 
a village which has been hit by great famine for 
many years. The villagers say they are too poor 
to help the old woman, but when she begins to 
create a magic soup, they learn that by sharing 
what little they have, they can feed the whole 
village.
